In accordance with Section 103 of General Municipal Law, State of New York, Jefferson County (herein called the County) invites the submission of sealed bids for: 

BID #17-08  MAINTENANCE OF RADIO COMMUNICATION EQUIPMENT & PURCHASE OF BATTERIES FOR RADIO EQUIPMENT OWNED BY THE COUNTY

Bids will be received by the County until THURSDAY, JUNE 15, 2017 AT 3:30 PM at the office of the Purchasing Department, 195 Arsenal Street, Watertown, New York 13601. All bids submitted must remain valid for up to forty-five (45) days from the date of the bid opening. 

Copies of this bid may be examined and copies obtained at the County Purchasing Department. The County reserves the right to reject any and all bids received.

All questions regarding this bid should be submitted in writing to the County Purchasing Department or by email to Purchasing@co.jefferson.ny.us.


INSTRUCTIONS TO BIDDERS & GENERAL REQUIREMENTS

1. With submission of a bid, a Bidder agrees to be bound by the requirements set forth in the following general conditions. Whenever reference is made to “Contractor”, “Bidder”, or “Vendor”, this shall include the party with whom the County has entered into an agreement, as well as any subcontractors whom the Bidder has engaged.

Verbal explanations or instructions given by a County employee to a potential bidder in regard to 
this document will not be binding on the County if they in any way contradict the specifications, 
terms, and conditions of this document.  Formal requests for clarification of any portion of this bid 
or questions regarding the terms of this bid are to be directed in writing to the Jefferson County 
Purchasing Department.  Any information provided to a potential bidder in response to a formal 
request will be furnished to all potential bidders of record as an amendment to this solicitation if such 
information is deemed necessary for equal preparation of bids or the lack of such information will be 
detrimental to the submission of uniform bids.  Only such amendments when issued by the CountyPurchasing Department will be considered as binding on the County.  The County reserves the right to revise or amend this specification prior to the bid opening by written addenda forwarded to all 
bidders of record.

2. The County does not assume responsibility for errors or misinterpretations resulting from the use of incomplete sets of documents or documents that were not directly issued by the Jefferson County Purchasing Department. Any Vendor submitting a bid based on incomplete or inaccurate information resulting from documentation received from a third party shall not have cause for relief or completion of a contract in accordance with the official documents on file with the Purchasing Department. Verbal explanations or instructions regarding this bid provided by anyone other than an employee of the Purchasing Department shall be considered informal and will not be binding on the County unless confirmed in writing as an amendment to this solicitation, if such information is deemed necessary for the preparation of uniform bids. The County reserves the right to “Revise” or “Amend” the bid specification prior to the bid opening date by “Written Addenda”
         	Prior to submission of a bid it is the responsibility of each Bidder to become fully familiar with the requirements of this solicitation. No Bidder may plead misunderstanding because of the misinterpretation of estimates, scope of work, or other issues related to this request. It shall be the responsibility of each Bidder to identify any apparent discrepancy in the specifications or question of interpretation thereof. Failure to do so constitutes acceptance as written. The apparent silence of this specification as to any details or the omission from it of a detailed description concerning any part shall be interpreted as meaning that only the best commercial practices are to prevail and that only materials and workmanship of first quality are to be used. The County shall have the right to waive any technical defect, qualification, omission, informality, or irregularity in any bid received if, in its judgment, the best interest of the County shall thereby be served.  The County will issue no response to any request for clarification received within fourteen (14) days of the due date.

3. Bids should be submitted in a sealed envelope marked with the name of the bid and the words “SEALED BID” written on the outside of the envelope. No employee in the Purchasing Department will be held liable for the premature opening of any bid received not designated as such.  Bids submitted by FAX OR E- MAIL will not be accepted.
	
4. Taxes.  No charge will be allowed for federal, state, sales, and excise taxes from which the County is exempt.  Exemption Certificates will be provided upon request.

5. Deviations.  Deviations to the specifications must be fully explained, and if judged to be in the best interest of the County, may be accepted at the sole discretion of the County.
	
6. Qualifications.  Each Bidder must be prepared to present satisfactory proof of his ability to successfully complete the requirements of this solicitation.
The County reserves the right to make whatever investigations or inquiries necessary to determine the competency and ability of any Bidder to complete the requirements of this solicitation. A review may include but not be limited to inspection of the Bidder’s facilities and equipment, references or previous contract performance with the County or others.

7.	Accountability - Bidder shall be fully accountable for his or her performance under any contract 
	executed pursuant to this solicitation, and agrees to answer under oath all questions relevant to the 
	performance thereof as to any transaction, or action done or omitted in connection therewith if 
	called before any Judicial, County or State Office or Agency empowered to investigate the contract 
	or performance.  By submitting a bid, the bidder affirms that all the requirements of the 
	specifications are understood and accepted, and prices quoted shall be considered all-inclusive except 
	as noted.

Each bidder affirms that all figures provided are correct to the best of their knowledge and 
	understands that Jefferson County will not be responsible for any errors or omissions on the part of 
	the bidder regarding estimates, calculations, or preparation of the bid, and will not be grounds for 
	withdrawal or correction of the bid or bid security except as provided under General Municipal Law.  
	In case of errors between unit and extension of prices, the unit price will govern.

8.	Award.  The County has endeavored to incorporate within these specifications all the elements which it reasonably anticipates will be required to obtain responses from qualified Bidders. By submission of a bid you agree to provide goods or services consistent with these specifications. The bid will be awarded to the lowest responsive and responsible Bidder meeting the specifications or providing acceptable deviation.
	Unless otherwise noted, the County reserves the right to award this bid in whole or in part based on the lowest price of a single item, group of items, categories, etc. to a single Bidder or to multiple Bidders in any manner if deemed to be in the County’s best interest. The County reserves the right to reject in whole or part, any or all bids deemed not to be in the best interest of the County at the sole discretion of the County. If two or more Bidders submit identical bids as to price, the decision of the County to award a contract to one of such Bidders shall be final. This contract shall be deemed executory only to the extent of the monies appropriated and available for the purpose of the contract, and no liability on account thereof shall be incurred by the County beyond the amount of such monies. It is understood that neither this contract nor any representation by any public employee or office creates any legal or moral obligation to request, appropriate or make available monies for the purpose of the contract. The bid documents and Notice of Award shall be the agreement between the County and successful bidder with respect to the matters dealt with herein, and such shall supersede all other oral and written proposals, representations, understandings, and agreements previously made or existing “with respect to” any such matter. The County intends to issue a formal Purchase Order or Contract to purchase the goods and/or services described in this solicitation. It is understood that the successful Contractor is an independent Contractor and shall not be considered an agent of the County, nor shall any of the Contractor’s agents or employees be considered subagents for the County.
	PLEASE NOTE THAT THE COUNTY WILL NOT PROVIDE VERBAL RESULTS OF ANY BID.  REQUESTS FOR BID RESULTS MUST BE SUBMITTED IN WRITING TO THE JEFFERSON COUNTY PURCHASING DEPARTMENT.  RESPONSES WILL BE PROVIDED AS SOON AS POSSIBLE.
	
9.	New York State Wage Rates.  If any portion of work being bid is subject to the prevailing wage rate provisions of the NYS Labor Law, the successful bidder is responsible for complying with all current labor rates and regulations throughout the duration of any contract resulting from this bid and will conduct his business in strict compliance with County Law, New York State Labor Laws, Federal OSHA Laws, and all other laws that apply.

	The current schedule(s) of the prevailing rates and hourly supplements for this project may be accessed at the New York State Department of Labor website @ www.labor.state.ny.us. The County has applied for and received a PRC number for this project. Copies of the schedule can be accessed by entering the assigned PRC#2017004556 at the proper location on the website or rates can be obtained by contacting the Department of Labor.

	If you do not have internet access you may contact the Jefferson County Purchasing Department at (315) 785-3077 to request a copy of the prevailing rate schedule for this project.

	The County will only pay, and the bidder agrees to only charge prevailing wage rates to those employees of any organization that are required by New York State law to receive said rates in the course of performing work for the County as part of this contract. The County reserves the right to withhold payment to the successful bidder pending receipt of certified payrolls in accordance with New York State Department of Labor regulations. The County Department will provide the name and address of the individual to whom the certified payrolls must be forwarded before invoices will be approved and paid.
	The Contractor agrees to verify all rates with the New York State Department of Labor prior to submitting a proposal and prior to doing any work for the County as well as to establish which of those workers involved in any part of the contract for the County are required by law to receive said rates.
 	Vendors currently on the NYS Labor Department Debarred list will not be considered for award of this contract. By submitting a bid for consideration, the bidder is indicating to the County that they are currently in good standing with the NYS Department of Labor at the time of the bid.

10.	Insurance.  For all services contracted with Jefferson County the successful bidder shall procure and maintain or cause to be maintained, in full force and effect during the term of this Agreement, at its expense, Worker’s Compensation Insurance, Employer’s Liability Insurance, Disability Insurance, Commercial General Liability Insurance, Motor Vehicle Liability Insurance and Professional Liability Insurance, and other insurance with stated minimum coverages, all as listed below.  Such policies are to be in the broadest form available on usual commercial terms, shall be written by insurers licensed to do business in the State of New York and which have an A.M. Best Rating of A(-) or better as determined in the most recent A.M. Best publication, and who have been fully informed as to the nature of the services to be performed, and shall cover risks and liability to bidder resulting from this Agreement.  Commercial General Liability shall include personal injury liability.  Except for Workers’ Compensation Insurance and Disability Insurance, the COUNTY, its officers, employees and agents shall be named as additional insureds on all such policies with the understanding that any obligations imposed upon the insured (including without limitation, the liability to pay premiums) shall be the sole obligation of the bidder and not those of the COUNTY.  Notwithstanding anything to the contrary in this Agreement, bidder irrevocably waives all claims against the COUNTY for all losses, damages, claims or expenses resulting from risks commercially insurable under this insurance described in this Section. The provision of insurance by bidder shall not in any way limit the bidders liability under this Agreement.

	Contractor may provide an umbrella policy to meet coverage limits as set forth above.	  	

	Each policy of insurance, and except for Workers’ Compensation Insurance and Disability Insurance, shall contain clauses to the effect that (i) such insurance shall be primary without right of contribution of any other insurance or self-insurance, including any deductible, maintained and/or otherwise provided by or on behalf of the COUNTY with respect to its interest, (ii) it shall not be cancelled, including, without limitation, for non-payment of premium, or materially amended, without thirty (30) days prior written notice via certified registered mail to the COUNTY and the COUNTY shall have the option to pay any necessary premiums to keep such insurance in effect and charge the cost back to the bidder.

	At the time of execution of this Agreement, and upon each policy renewal, bidder shall submit to COUNTY certificates of insurance evidencing the bidders compliance with the requirements of this Section, including certificates of insurance from any approved subcontractors.

	Notice of policy terminations must be provided to Jefferson County Purchasing Department, 195 Arsenal Street, Watertown, NY 13601, at least thirty (30) days prior to termination.

11.	Indemnification.  Bidder agrees to indemnify, defend and hold harmless the COUNTY, and its officers, employees and agents from and against any and all claims, liens, demands, judgments, penalties, fines, liabilities, settlements, damages, costs and expenses of whatever kind or nature (including, without limitation, attorneys’ fees and disbursements), known or unknown, contingent or otherwise, whether incurred as a result of a claim by a third party or any other person or entity, arising out of or in any way related to: (a) the work and operations of the bidder in the performance of this contract; or (b) bidder’s failure to comply with any of the provisions of this contract or Law.  

12.	Venues and Disputes.  The exclusive means of disposing of any dispute arising under a contract with Jefferson County, which is not disposed of by agreement, shall be decided in a New York State Court of competent jurisdiction located within Jefferson County, New York.  There shall be no right to binding arbitration. Pending final resolution of a dispute, the Vendor must proceed diligently with contract performance. The Vendor waives any dispute or claim not made in writing and received by the County within thirty (30) days of the occurrence giving rise to the dispute or claim. The claim must be in writing for sum certain and must be fully supported by all cost and pricing information.

13.	Cooperative Bidding.  It is understood and agreed that in addition to the County of Jefferson, other County agencies as well as Municipalities and School Districts throughout New York State may also “piggyback” off this contract and enter into its own contract with the successful Bidder.  
	Jefferson County reserves the right to allow all municipal and not for profit organizations and School Districts authorized under the General Municipal Laws of the State of New York, to purchase any goods and/or services awarded as a result of this bid in accordance with the latest amendments to NYS GML 100 through 104. However it is understood that the extension of the contract to a Municipality or School is at the discretion of the Vendor and the Vendor is only bound to any contract between the County of Jefferson and the Vendor.

	No officer, board or agency of a county, town, village, or school district shall make any purchase through a County contract unless such purchase is made based on the same terms, conditions and specifications as the County’s contract award.
                 Upon request, participating entities must furnish the Contractor with the proper tax exemption certificates and documentation of tax exempt status and all purchases shall be subject to audit by the political subdivision or district for which the purchase was made.
	All orders will be placed by the participating entities and each entity shall be billed by and make payment directly to the successful Bidder.

	The sole responsibility with regard to performance of the contract, or any obligation, covenant, condition or term thereunder is between the successful Bidder and the participating entities and not Jefferson County.  In the event of a failure or breach in performance of any such contract by a participating entity or the successful Bidder, Jefferson County, specifically and expressly disclaims any and all liability for such defective performance or breach, or failure of either party to perform in accordance with its obligations, covenants and the terms and conditions of this Jefferson County centralized contract.

14.	Contract Term and Renewal Option.  The initial contract term shall be from July 1, 2017 through June 30, 2020  effective upon date of award.  If mutually agreed between the County and the Vendor, the contract may be renewed under the same terms and conditions for an additional one (1) year not to exceed a total contract term of four (4) years.  Notice of intent to renew will be provided to the contractor generally within ninety (90) days prior to the expiration date of the current contract. This notice shall not be deemed to commit the County to renew the contract for the renewal period until such time as the County takes official action (generally by issuing a formal Purchase Order) to commit to such renewal. The County may issue new bids for a replacement contract at any time during the term of the initial contract if deemed necessary by the County to do so.
	
56.	Contract Cancellation.  Unless otherwise noted, the County of Jefferson retains the right to cancel any contract without cause provided the Vendor is given at least sixty (60) days notice of intent to cancel. This provision should not be understood as waiving the County’s right to terminate the contract for cause or stop work immediately for unsatisfactory work, but is supplementary to that provision.  
            	The County may cancel a contract for any of, but not limited to the following:
· If a pattern develops where a vendor consistently fails to deliver product or services which do not meet the original specifications of the award
· It is determined that gratuities in the form of entertainment, gifts, or otherwise were offered or given by a Vendor, his agent, or representative to any County official or employee with intent toward securing favorable treatment with respect to the award of a contract or the performance of an agreement
· It is determined that the successful bidder engaged in any other illegal or improper scheme promotive of favoritism or unfairness incidental to the solicitation process or the performance of the agreement
· It is determined that said improper or illegal acts occurred, the County shall be entitled to terminate any agreement and/or exercise any other remedy available to it under existing law.

	In the event of any termination, postponement, delay, suspension, or abandonment the Vendor shall deliver to the County all data, reports, plans, or other documentation related to the performance of the contract, including, but not limited to guarantees, warrantees, plans, and shop drawings. In any of these events the County shall make settlement with the Vendor upon an equitable basis as determined by the County and shall fix the value of the work which was performed by the Vendor prior to the postponement, suspension, abandonment, or termination of the contract. 

16.	Short Term Extension.  In the event a replacement contract has not been issued, any contract may be extended unilaterally by the County for an additional period of up to one month upon notice to the Vendor based on the same terms and conditions as the original contract.  With the concurrence of the Vendor, the extension may be for a period of up to three months in lieu of one month.  However, this extension terminates should the replacement contract be issued in the interim.


17.	Emergency Purchasing.  In the event that a disaster emergency is declared by Executive Order under Section 28 of Articles 2-b of the Executive Law, that an emergency exists requiring the prompt and immediate delivery of products or services, the County reserves the right to obtain such products or services from any source, including but not limited to this contract, as the County determines will meet the needs of such emergency.  Vendor shall not be entitled to any claim or lost profits for products or services procured from other sources pursuant to this paragraph.

	In the event an official “State of Emergency” is declared the successful Vendor agrees to provide any or all associated products and/or services on a 24/7 basis upon verbal or written notification by a representative of the County Purchasing Department or other assigned representative.  Said products or services shall be provided within twelve hours of notification by the County Monday through Friday between 8:00am and 5:00pm and within twenty-four hours during off hours, weekends, or holidays.

	Upon request of the County the successful Vendor shall provide a list of at least two names and contact information of the individuals having the authority to initiate the delivery of said products/services as needed.  Upon request, the successful Vendor shall also supply a detailed plan for backup delivery of products and/or services in the event their main supplier is unable to fulfill the needs of the County in an emergency situation.

18.	Pursuant to the provisions of Section 109 of the General Municipal Law, no Bidder to whom a contract is granted or awarded shall assign, transfer, convey, subcontract, or otherwise dispose of all or part of such contract, or of his right, title, and interest herein, including the performance of the contract or the right to receive monies due, or to become due, or of his power to execute the contract without the prior written consent of the Jefferson County Purchasing Department.  This provision does not prohibit the bidder from entering into employment contracts or contracts for the acquisition of goods or facilities or the provision of services hereunder without the consent of the County. Prior to submitting a subcontractor for approval, bidder shall diligently inquire into the capability, qualifications, and background of the subcontractor, and the submission of a subcontractor for approval shall constitute an affirmative representation by the bidder that the subcontractor is fully capable, qualified, and licensed to provide the subcontracted services.  Any subcontract entered into by the bidder pursuant to this bid shall provide that the bidder will retain ultimate control and responsibility for the service provided under the subcontract and that the subcontractor shall be bound by the provisions of the agreement between the bidder and the County and any other requirements applicable shall be deemed to exist between any subcontractor and the County, nor shall the bidder be relieved of any of the bidder’s obligations under this contract, as a consequence of any subcontract approved by the County.	
	In the event the Bidder shall, without prior written consent, assign, transfer, convey, subcontract or otherwise dispose of the contract, or of his right, title, and interest herein, including the performance of the contract, or the right to receive monies due, or to become due, or his power to execute such contract, to any other person or corporations or upon receipt by Jefferson County of an attachment against the Bidder, the County of Jefferson shall be relieved and discharged from any and all liability and obligation growing out of such contract to such Bidder and the person or corporation to which such contract shall have been assigned, his assignees, transferees, or sublessee shall forfeit and lose all monies theretofore assigned on this contract, except so much as may be required to pay his employees.

19.	The Successful Bidder agrees to comply with any and all applicable laws, codes, and regulations in connection with the goods and services called for in this bid as well as the non-discrimination and employment practices as required by applicable State and Federal laws and regulations regarding employment discrimination. The bidder assures the County that in accordance with applicable law: it does not and agrees that it will not discriminate in any manner on the basis of age, color, creed, national origin, race, religious beliefs, sexual preference or handicap.
	
20.	Audit.  The County, or its duly authorized agent, shall have access to and copies of the Contractor’s records, including any books, electronic media, or programs, or material pertaining to work performed under the contract, at no cost to the County, to determine and verify the compliance with all contractual conditions.  The County shall be granted access to such records at all reasonable times during the contract period and for three (3) years thereafter.

21.	FOIL Requests.  The New York State Freedom of Information Law (FOIL), as set forth in Public Officers Law, Article 6, mandates public access to certain government records.  Generally, proposals submitted in response to this solicitation may constitute government records subject to FOIL.  Proposals may contain, among other things, certain technical, financial, or other data and information that constitute trade secrets, if publicly disclosed, could cause substantial injury to the commercial enterprise’s competitive position.

	The County shall take reasonable steps to protect from public disclosure any of the Records which are exempt from disclosure under Section 87 of the Public Officers Law (the “Statute”) provided that: (i) the Contractor shall timely inform an appropriate County official, in writing, that said records should not be disclosed; and (ii) said records shall be sufficiently identified; and (iii) designation of said records as exempt under the Statute is reasonable.  Nothing contained herein shall diminish, or in any way adversely affect, the County’s right or obligation to disclose in litigation.  

22.	Warranty.  In providing goods and services pursuant to this contract seller agrees to be bound by all warranties required by New York State Law.  The successful Contractor shall provide the County:

1.  Any manufacturer’s warranties and guarantees normally given as customary trace practice; and,

2. For contracts involving the furnishing and/or installation of equipment, the Contractor, in addition to the requirements in (1) above, shall guarantee the satisfactory in-service operation of the equipment and related components for a period of one year following date of award at no additional cost to the County.

23.	MATERIAL SAFETY DATA SHEETS

Material safety data sheets, video tapes of training, and any printed safety data shall be delivered to the Jefferson County Safety Officer prior to executing an agreement with the County and shall become the property of Jefferson County.  Employers who produce, use or store hazardous chemical at a workplace in such a way that the employees or other employers may be exposed (i.e.: employees of a construction contractor working on site) shall additionally ensure that the hazard communication program developed and implemented include the following:

A. The methods the employer will use to provide the other employers of any precautionary measures that need to be taken.

B. The methods the employer will use to inform the other employers of any precautionary measures that need to be taken.

C. All material safety data sheets shall maintained at the work site.

24.	Equivalency.  In submitting a proposal, the Bidder is agreeing to provide goods and services consistent with the specifications.  Where a brand name or equivalent specification is used in this solicitation, the use of any brand name noted is for the purpose of describing the standard of quality, performance and characteristics desired and is not intended to limit or restrict competition.

	A Contract, if awarded, will be on the basis of materials and equipment as described in the Drawings, or the Specifications, and “or equal” items submitted by the Bidder and accepted by the County. The Bidder may offer “or equal” items that meet the same performance or reliability standards as specified herein. If the Bidder offers an “or equal” item, the Bidder must include with the bid package, documentation establishing equality of construction, operation and utility.  Said “or equal” items shall be accepted or rejected based upon the County’s evaluation of the submitted documentation. All costs associated with the review of any “or equal” items prior to recommendation to award, shall be at the Bidder’s expense.

	If a submitted “or equal” item is rejected, the Bidders shall be afforded an opportunity to meet with the County to offer additional qualifying opinions and information prior to the County rejecting the bid. The Bidder shall not have the opportunity to submit any alternative materials or equipment after the bids are opened.

	The decision to accept or reject an “or equal” item rests solely with the County. If a substitute “or equal” item is not accepted by the County, the bid will be deemed non-responsive and the County shall reject this bid. The next lowest responsive bid shall then be reviewed for recommendation of award.

25.	Jefferson County may access contract pricing available through New York State contracts, GSA Schedule 70, Schedule 84, and Schedule 1122 contracts, and may “piggyback” on some contracts let by other municipal governments. If your products or services are offered through one of these sources you may offer the pricing of the alternate contract already in place. 
           	If at any time during the term of this contract the successful vendor also has a NYS, GSA, or other contract legally available to the County through General Municipal Law, the County reserves the right to purchase from any or all of the contracts and the vendor agrees to supply goods or services in accordance with that contract if requested to do so. 

26.	Requirements Contract.  Bidder acknowledges that the Contract that will be entered into as a result of this solicitation will be a Requirements Contract. The County guarantees no minimum or maximum purchases as a result of the award of this bid. The County will have no obligation to the Contractor if no items or services are required.  Any quantities which are included in the specification are the present expectations of those who are planning for the County for the period of the contract. The amount is only an estimate and the Contractor understands and agrees that the County is under no obligation to the Contractor to buy any amount as a result of having provided this estimate or of having had any normal or otherwise measurable requirement in the past. I. PURPOSE

Jefferson County is soliciting bids for the purpose of providing emergency and preventive maintenance services both on a contractual and time & material basis for communication equipment owned by the County as detailed in this specification.  By submission of a bid, each bidder hereby agrees to furnish such services based on the requirements of this solicitation.

II. SCOPE OF SERVICES	

To provide onsite (unless otherwise authorized by the County) preventive and emergency maintenance, inspections, programming and repairs for the 911 Communications Control Center, Transmission Antenna Systems, Towers, and applicable equipment owned by the County.  The Successful Bidder shall respond to all requests for service and provide all labor, equipment, materials, supplies, parts, and tools required to replace or repair defective components as required at no additional cost to the County as specified in this document to meet the requirements of this contract.

III. REQUIREMENTS OF THE SUCCESSFUL BIDDER

It is the intent of the County to select the most responsive and responsible bidder capable of providing the level of service detailed in these specifications.  The requirements that follow are to be considered the minimum acceptable standards which must be met to be considered for award of this contract.  Due to the critical nature of the County’s Radio System, the Successful Bidder’s ability to provide prompt and thorough service is paramount, and there shall be no exceptions allowed due to the inability of the successful bidder to provide qualified licensed technicians, parts, or tools required to return the equipment to service.  Successful Bidder must have sufficient personnel to be able to respond to at least two calls simultaneously.

A. Service Facilities - The successful bidder shall maintain a minimum of one facility within reasonable distance capable of providing the services required under this contract.  Bidders must include the name and address of the facility with your bid.  The successful bidder must maintain a minimum of two mobile facilities completely equipped with the appropriate FCC approved testing and repair equipment along with an inventory of replacement parts required for normal repair and maintenance of the County’s Communication Equipment.

B. At the time of award, the Successful Bidder must be certified, or be able to obtain certification as an authorized Motorola Service facility, with access to Motorola publications and software required to service the equipment owned by the County.  Only factory authorized service and repair facilities will be considered.  The majority of the County’s communication equipment is manufactured by Motorola and as such requires properly trained technicians to perform the necessary diagnostic analysis and repairs.  The Successful Bidder must be thoroughly capable, properly licensed and certified to service towers, microwaves, mobile radios, communication consoles, and applicable ancillary equipment in a professional manner.   All equipment shall be maintained to meet or exceed original manufacturers operating specifications, and all State and Federal regulations as appropriate.  (Required modifications necessitated by regulation changes will be negotiated under separate contract.)  Service must be available on a 24/7 basis through the utilization of a single, common telephone number with access to the agency employed or contact personnel.

C.	The Successful Bidder must be a registered business currently operating and providing service to existing customers within a 200 mile radius of Watertown, New York.

D.	References - The bidder must submit a minimum of three (3) references of similar sized customers.  Upon request, the bidder shall provide the names and titles of employees assigned to service this contract, including their function, years of service, experience and training, including the FCC license number or equivalent.  The County reserves the right at its sole discretion to request a technician be replaced should the level of service be considered  incompetent, unprofessional, or for other reasons  which could adversely affect the security of the County’s Communications System.  The successful bidder must demonstrate a minimum of five (5) years experience performing the services detailed in these specifications. 

E.	Bidders should include an outline of internal policy and procedures related to normal and emergency service including available resources and procedures for calls placed both during and after normal working hours.  The successful bidder shall have available at all times, the necessary licensed technicians to satisfactorily meet the requirements of this contract.

F.	The Successful Bidder will be expected to provide information regarding the County’s Communication System to any consultant designated by the County at the request of the County.

IV. SYSTEM MAINTENANCE 

A. Preventive Maintenance - Includes annual inspections, adjustments, labor and parts provided by the successful bidder as required to maintain the equipment in a serviceable state in full compliance with manufacturer, technical, and FCC requirements.  All preventive maintenance inspections shall be performed between the hours of 8:00 a.m. and 5:00 p.m., Monday through Friday.  The successful bidder shall notify the County of any 911 scheduled maintenance service at least five (5) days prior to performing such service.

B. Inspection Frequency - The Successful Bidder will inspect all equipment included in the contract, and provide repairs, adjustments, and replacement of components as required to maintain the equipment in normal operating condition.  A preventive maintenance inspection may be performed on the equipment at the time repairs are required if requested by the County.  The initial inspection shall be completed within 180 days of award of this contract with subsequent inspections completed annually.  Initial tower inspections, where applicable, must be completed within 180 days of contract award. 

C. Records/Annual Report -  The Successful Bidder shall maintain a data base which is capable of providing a complete list of all County-owned equipment under contract, along with the associated service history including manufacturer, serial number, dates of service and total billed for both contract and non-contract repairs.  These records must be available for inspection and/or audit at any and all times by the County.  At the end of each calendar year, and no later than March 31st of the following year, the Successful Bidder shall provide a complete list of equipment by location, manufacturer, model and serial number including service history, dates, frequency of service, and cost of such service to the County Purchasing Department.  Prior to April 1st of each year, the County will provide the Successful Bidder with a list of equipment purchased along with equipment removed from service during the previous year.  It shall be the responsibility of the successful bidder to identify equipment removed from service due to upgrades, obsolescence, etc.  All equipment deemed unrepairable shall be returned to the respective Department for disposition in accordance with the County’s Surplus Disposal policy.

D.	Towers, Antennas and Transmission Lines - Visual and physical inspection is required of all County-owned fixed equipment including appropriate antenna systems at the following locations:

1. Adams Water Tower
2. Wilna Housing Authority
3. Town of Lyme Water Tower
4. Antwerp Village Water Tower
5. County Office Building
6. Babbitt’s Corners
7. Elm Ridge
8. State Street Hill*
9. Public Safety Building
10. Alexandria Bay

	*The County does not own the tower structure on State Street Hill and is not responsible for maintenance.

a)   Condition of the antenna, tower, hardware, etc. will be reported and maintained in a manner 
that will promote long life and prevent failure.  Tower Inspections are to be completed once in each two-year period.  Particular attention shall be paid to cables, tower brackets, fasteners, anchors, and foundations.  Scratches or breaks in the finish of support structures will be repaired to prevent corrosion of the steel structure with all painting performed to meet FAA specifications.

E. Replacement Parts - A sufficient inventory of spare parts shall be maintained at all times to prevent unnecessary delays in repair of equipment due to lack of parts.  All repair parts are to be included in this contract except as noted.  Replacement parts will be defined as parts requiring replacement through normal use and shall be equal or superior to originally supplied components, and approved by the manufacturer.  The Successful Bidder must have access to emergency parts directly from the manufacturer.

F. Quality of Service - All repairs shall be in accordance with best engineering practices, and in a manner which will maintain the equipment as close as possible to its original condition.  No modifications shall be made to equipment without the approval of both the manufacturer and County.

In the event a bidder is reimbursed for service which is found within three (3) months of performance to have been faulty or defective, the Successful Bidder upon notification by the County shall correct such fault at its own expense.  

The Successful Bidder must warrant that all services performed hereunder shall be of the quality necessary to assure performance of the equipment in accordance with the manufacturer’s published specifications.

The Successful Bidder’s technicians shall make every attempt to avoid or minimize disruption or interference with the normal working operation of the Communications System. 

G.	Emergency and/or Unscheduled Repairs - This contract includes all labor, materials, 
equipment and parts required to return equipment and structures to a serviceable state in 
compliance with system technical requirements from emergency and/or unplanned repair 
conditions.
