REGULAR MEETING

The meeting was called to order by Mayor John L. Embert III at 7:00 p.m. Council members present were Alvin C. Pope, Peter M. Retzlaff, Anthony H. DeFeo, and William D. Pressley Sr.  Councilwoman Valerie M. White and Councilman Robert C. Johnson were excused.    
Also present were Town Manager Gary F. Stulir, Chief Norman E. Wood, Attorney D. Barrett Edwards, and Recording Secretary Valerie L. Heritage.

Mayor Embert asked everyone to rise for the Pledge of Allegiance.  
ADDITIONS/DELETIONS TO PUBLISHED AGENDA
Councilman Pressley made the motion to postpone agenda items 8(b) and 8(c) until the next meeting.  Motion was seconded by Councilman Pope.  There were no other changes.  Motion carried unanimously.

MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETING

Councilman Pope made the motion to approve the minutes of April 2, 2018 as presented.  Motion was seconded by Councilman Retzlaff and carried unanimously.

OLD BUSINESS 
A. Resolution authorizing the execution and delivery of a Master Equipment Lease-Purchase Agreement with PNC Equipment Finance, LLC, as lessor, and separate Lease Schedules thereto and Escrow Agreement, for the acquisition, purchase, financing and leasing of certain equipment not to exceed $1,000,000 and subject to the terms herein provided; authorizing the execution and delivery of other documents required in connection therewith; and authorizing all other actions necessary to the consummation of the transactions contemplated by this Resolution – Councilman Pope made the motion to approve the Resolution along with the change in the interest rate from 4 percent to 4¼ percent.  Motion was seconded by Councilman DeFeo and carried unanimously.

Motion was seconded by Councilman Pope and carried unanimously.
