ackboard Connect

Blackboard Connect is a service utilized by the Town of Pantego that allows authorized Pantego
staff to create and rapidly disseminate time-sensitive information to every telephone number and
email stored in the notification database. It is a free service to residents and businesses that is
only used in case of emergency and your information will never be sold or used in any other way.

How does the service work?

Authorized officials compose and record a voice, text message, and email message. That message
is then delivered to individual telephones, cell phones, and text-receiving devices in the
notification database.

What types of messages will be sent using the service?

Any message regarding the safety or welfare of our community would be disseminated using the
Blackboard Connect service. Examples include severe weather warnings and updates, hazardous
traffic or road conditions inside the town or affecting local routes, and any other situation that
could impact the safety, property, or welfare of our citizens.

Does the Blackboard Connect service replace other systems that have been used to provide
time-sensitive information to residents?

This system is a significant enhancement to existing means of communication and is supplemental
to, not a replacement for, the systems we have used in the past. Also, our town website and
Facebook account will continue to broadcast important announcements.
