 Carry your valuables wisely.

 If you are traveling for the holidays, make your home 

look “lived in”. 
 Be careful while shopping on the internet, make sure 

you know the website you are visiting and beware of 
“bargains” from companies with whom you are  
unfamiliar.

Please be aware of the  
importance of maintaining 
your Christmas tree during 
the holidays! A dry tree can 
engulf in flames within 30  

seconds, causing damage not 
only to the tree but your 
home. A wet tree can still 
catch fire due to the heat  

being put off from the lights. 
However, it is less likely that 
the entire tree will engulf in 

flames . 
 

Caring for your tree tips: 
Never set your tree close to a 
source of heat. The heat will 

dry out the tree and increases 
your chances of a fire within 

the home.  Do not smoke 
around the tree or drop ashes 
on the branches. A live tree is 

only healthy for about 2 weeks 
in the home, be careful not to 

keep the tree in your home for 
too long. Be sure to keep the 

tree stand filled with water at 
all times.
