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The Public Works Department enforces the Town’s
ordinances regarding unrestrained animals, vicious
animals or nuisance animals. Unrestrained animals are

considered to be those that are not held inside a fenced
yard or cage or at the end of a leash or chain.

Flooding

Each year, flooding claims more
lives than any other weather related
incident. With the spring rains upon us it
is a good time to brush up on your
wet weather safety.

When a roadway is closed due to floodwater,

do not drive around barricades. The water on

the road may be much deeper than it looks and

can rise very quickly. Avoid areas with
rapidly flowing water.

If an animal is picked up by the Public Works
Department, every effort is made to locate the owner
first. It’s vital to register your animal with the Town so
we can return your animal to you. If an owner cannot

be located, the animal is transported to Fort Worth
Animal Services. When an animal is dropped off at the
Fort Worth facility, the rightful owner has five days to

claim their animal. If after five days the pet has not
been claimed, based on facility space, animals may be
put up for adoption or euthanized. If you are an animal

owner, it is imperative that you claim
your animal as soon as possible!

Don’t let your children play in creeks or waterways
during inclement weather. Avoid the intersection of
Superior Road and Bowen Road due to rapid flooding
and avoid Bowen Road between Winewood and Smith
Barry, if possible, during storms due to slow drainage.
Residents should avoid the creek flume throughout the
Town during rain especially along Wagonwheel
between Country Club and Smith Barry.
