Council Meeting
September 13, 2011
Chancellor Center
President Julia Woldorf called the regular semi-monthly meeting of Newtown Borough Council to order at 7:00 P.M. on Tuesday, September 13, 2011.  Ms. Woldorf asked those in attendance to join her in a moment of silence, followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.

Present:  Councillors Burke, O’Malley, Sellers, Walker, Warren and Woldorf; Mayor Dennis O’Brien and Solicitor Paul Cohen.  
Mayor’s Report – Dennis O’Brien
Police Report for August
Mayor O’Brien presented the August police report.  
Special Events

Amendments to the Agenda

The valet parking discussion will be delayed until the arrival of the parties presenting the proposal.
President’s Report – Julia Woldorf
As required by Act 205 of 1984, the law requires the Chief Administrative Officer of each municipal pension plan to inform the governing body of the municipality of the Non-Uniform Pension Plan and the Police Pension Plans expected financial obligation for the plan year 2012, no later than the last business day of September.  The financial obligation for the Non-Uniform Plan is $8,422 and the figure for the Police Pension Plan is $70,682.
Correspondence
Ms. Woldorf received a mailer from PECO regarding the Green Region grant, which provides grants up to $10,000 for the acquisition of open space or the development of open space for passive recreational use.  

Public to be Heard
Ralph Rogers asked Ms. Woldorf for an answer to his question from the previous Council Meeting asking why he was singled out for removal of his boat from the SEPTA lot.  Ms. Woldorf said the uses for that lot are still being researched.  Mr. Rogers said that his question was why he was the only one told that he could not park there and whether she had spoken to the Zoning Officer.  Ms. Woldorf said she had spoken to her and that is what she is continuing to research.
Paul Salvatore wanted to remind the public of the 1st Saturday event which is being held between State Street and Sycamore Street on October 1, 2011.  
Joe Gordon, chair of the 1st Fourth Committee, spoke regarding what he said was the previously denied 1st Fourth Parade application. He said that the application was submitted and complete but was misplaced after its submission.  Mr. Gordon said that Mr. Salvatore resubmitted the application with the parade route included.  Mr. Salvatore and Mr. Gordon raised the issue now because they said that material is being circulated saying that the application was denied because it was an incomplete application, which they said is not true.  Mr. Salvatore agreed that the application was submitted less than 90 days before the event, but nowhere on the application did it indicate that there was a 90-day timeframe for submission. The application has now been changed to reflect that. He wanted the public to be aware of that and he also noted that other applications were submitted in less than 90 days.
As a member of the Welcome Day Committee, Mr. Salvatore wanted it clarified that the reason the event was held in Newtown Township was because the Borough considered charging $250 to hold an event in town, plus police costs.  In addition, he said that Borough business owners in the past were opposed to holding Welcome Day in the Borough.  Sycamore Street businesses offered to hold the event and with lower costs. If information is circulated to the public, Mr. Salvatore wants to make sure that the facts are accurate because the 1st Fourth Committee worked very hard to hold the event in the Borough. 
Mike Gallagher, supervisor in Newtown Township and liaison to the Newtown Corporation, reminded Council that several months ago the Supervisors contacted the Borough about reorganization of the Newtown Corporation.  Mr. Gallagher asked if any additional documentation could be provided or a meeting scheduled to assist the Borough in deciding what its level of involvement is going to be.
Resident Larry Auerweck asked Mr. O’Malley how much money remains in the Borough reserve account and how much was expected to be used by the end of the year.  Mr. O’Malley commented that Councillors do not usually respond to questions, but he would be glad to speak to him individually.  Mr. Walker responded that the amount was approximately $400,000. Mr. O’Malley said that expenses have risen faster than revenues and the Borough has had a healthy float.
Request to Televise the Candidate’s Forum – William Heinemann & Paul Salvatore
Mr. Heinemann and Mr. Salvatore have been working with the League of Women Voters to arrange for a Candidate’s Forum to be held October 10, 2011, at the Chancellor Center at 7:30 P.M., with plans for videotaping.  The proposed re-broadcast schedule of the forum would be October 15-17, 25-27 and Nov 5-7, 2011 and they requested Council approval to use the Government Access Channel for the rebroadcast.  There would be no cost to the Borough as the candidates and both political parties will share the expense.
Mr. Walker voiced concern, as he had at the work session, about the candidates voting for this motion.  The Solicitor reiterated his previous response that he did not see a conflict of interest with the candidates voting on this issue, particularly since the vote is taking place prior to their participation in the forum rather than after. 

· A motion was duly made by Councillor Sellers, seconded by Councillor Warren, and carried with Councillor Walker voting nay, to approve the rebroadcast of the Candidate’s Forum on the Government Access Channel on October 15-17, 25-27 and November 5-7, 2011.
Request for Banner Approval for Newtown Brew Fest – Paul Salvatore
On behalf of the Newtown Corporation, Mr. Salvatore presented Council with a check for $300 as a donation toward the playground equipment.  

Mr. Salvatore requested to hang a 3 x 8 banner on the front of The Temperance House advertising the Newtown Brew Fest.  Proceeds for this event go back into the community to help fund events in town and assist in marketing the community.  In response to Mr. Sellers question about the venue, Mr. Salvatore said the event will be held at the Newtown Swim Club.  Mr. Sellers asked if direct proceeds would be coming back to Newtown Borough and if any money had come to the Borough during the past eighteen months.  Mr. Salvatore responded that the Newtown Corporation is running ads promoting events on both State Street and Sycamore Street, and advertising for the Brew Fest mentions Market Day and the sidewalk sales. Part of the Brew Fest funds will help pay for the Holiday Parade, which also takes place on both State Street and Sycamore Streets and the Newtown Corporation was responsible for the State Street flowerbeds.  Mr. Sellers questioned the venue in Newtown Township and he did not feel that any of the Corporation’s money has benefited Newtown Borough or its retailers.  
Mr. Walker asked how the Borough is benefiting from the Beer Fest [the other competing event], but Mr. Sellers said that division of the profits for that event will speak for itself in terms of its sponsors, and he does not feel that it is the same issue since the event occurs in the Borough.

Mr. Burke pointed out that the Borough just received a $300 check from the Newtown Corporation for the swing set, so there is a connection to the Borough and it does benefit the residents.  

Mr. Salvatore commented that “we can live in the past….or we can move to the future.”  

Mr. Warren asked whether the Newtown Corporation application to the Liquor Control Board for a liquor license for the Brew Fest event was based upon a Resolution approved by Borough Council in 2006 noting that one of the purposes of the Newtown Corporation was the preservation of architectural heritage in Newtown Borough.  Mr. Salvatore responded that he had not seen the liquor license application and added that Newtown Township passed a similar resolution last year.  
Resident Diane LeBas asked if any laws regulating advertising of alcohol come into play, as this is an advertisement for drinking alcohol.  The Solicitor said that he did not have any answer for that.
· A motion was duly made by Councillor Walker, seconded by Councillor Burke, and carried with Councillor Sellers voting nay, to approve display of a banner on the front of The Temperance House advertising the Newtown Brew Fest, beginning September 25, 2011, and removed the day after the event on October 23, 2011.
Certificates of Appropriateness 
· A motion was duly made by Councillor Burke, seconded by Councillor Warren, and carried unanimously, to follow the recommendation of the Historic Architectural Review Board and direct President of Council to sign COA 2011-022H, thereby approving the historical appropriateness of the application, with final approval by the Code Enforcement Officer.
COA 2011-022-H Applicant Karly Resch, 126 S. State Street, Raymond James & Associates, Inc.

The applicant was seeking a Certificate of Appropriateness for the installation of signs for the office of Raymond James & Associates, which included a window sign and directory slat.
· A motion was duly made by Councillor Burke, seconded by Councillor Warren, and carried unanimously, to follow the recommendation of the Historic Architectural Review Board and direct President of Council to sign COA 2011-024H, thereby approving the historical appropriateness of the application, with final approval by the Code Enforcement Officer. 
COA 2011-024-H Applicant McAuliffe & Carroll Architects, 117 N. Lincoln Avenue for the Edmonds residence

The applicant was seeking a Certificate of Appropriateness for the construction of a new garage and the demolition of an existing garage.  HARB agreed with the decision of the Joint Historic Commission to approve the demolition of the existing garage.
· The garage doors would be Option A, as presented

· The man door in the south elevation #12 at the second floor level is removed

· A salvaged leaded glass window, approximately 20” x 24” would be installed on the south elevation under the gable roof on the side

· All windows and doors would have 3 ½” exterior casings; windows would have 1 ½” thick sills

· All fascia and rake boards would be no larger than 1” x 8”

Anti-Discrimination Ordinance
Council received a revised draft of the Anti-Discrimination Ordinance, with a revision to the definition of housing.  The Solicitor also added an exception with respect to religious organizations.  With regard to a question asked at the Work Session pertaining to enforcement, Mr. Cohen said enforcement would be pursued in the Court of Common Pleas only after expanded procedures are adopted, a public hearing is held and a determination is made by the Commission.
Mr. Sellers inquired about the change regarding the definition of housing.  Mr. Warren, who originally suggested the change, recommended additional clarification and it was agreed that the definition of the term housing would include an exception for “…owner occupied one or two family residences offered for rent by the owner thereof….”
Resident Bill Heinemann was glad to see this happening and felt it was right and fair.
Resident Bob King was happy to hear clarification on the enforcement process.  Although not opposed to the ordinance, he felt that questions should be put forth in order that the interests of Newtown Borough citizens are addressed.  Mr. King wanted assurance that the expanded procedures would only take place with the vote of Borough Council and he asked what would trigger the expanded procedure process.  Mr. Cohen said there is no specific trigger, as it would depend on the Commission’s finding on each case.  The purpose of the standard procedure is to satisfy the state statute and attempt to reach some type of conciliation.  Mr. King asked if anyone had contacted the other municipalities who had passed such ordinances to see what there experiences had been.  Ms. Woldorf contacted Doylestown and New Hope and has read the minutes from other municipalities across the state, but she noted that there have been no cases thus far.
Mr. Walker asked about the potential monetary exposures with the ordinance and should this become an annual budget line item.  The Secretary was told to include Mr. Cohen’s exact wording into the minutes. They are as follows:  “I think it is really all going to be up to Council on how they vote.  If the commission were to come to you and say ‘we would like to add a line-item for $5000 a year because we anticipate that is the need we are going to have’ then you do not have to grant that.  You could say that we will give you $1000 this year, that’s it, no more, or you can come back to us and they will say we can’t implement expanded procedures with that kind of money and they will just back off and not do it.  There is nothing preventing Council, once an allegation is made, from cutting off that allocation, and I think that is, to some extent how Council would have some control if the expanded procedures are followed.  I think, really, it is unknown what the expense of those expanded procedures would be and I think that is part of what the job of the Commission would be to determine whether it is something, they want to proceed with.  They would come forward and make a recommendation to Council and you can decide, you can make it a budget item, I assume you could do it year to year as you do with every other department and approve it or do not approve it.  I think that, especially early on, I would assume that Council would keep a pretty tight purse strings on it to make sure exactly where these expenditures are going.”
Resident Diane LeBas said that talking in terms of rights with the anti-discrimination law, we [the Borough] are not creating new rights, we are not recognizing new rights, but we are simply affirming rights that already exist by the grace of the Constitution of the United States.  She felt that the more the rights of small groups are affirmed, the more the rights of all are affirmed.
Marlene Bray, coordinator of the Bucks Equality Coalition, a grass roots coalition of citizens across Bucks County that support lesbian, gay, bi-sexual and transgender rights, expressed her personal support and organizational support for advertising and ultimately passing this ordinance.  Ms. Bray said she speaks for those individuals who are unable to come forward because of fear of job firing, eviction from housing or removal from restaurants. As a Doylestown resident involved in passage of the Doylestown ordinance, she said the experience has been nothing but positive. Ms. Bray has worked closely with Council Rock High School and their Gay/Straight Alliance and she reminded Council that the youth of the community are watching the stance taken by elected officials.
Resident Josh Horenstein said that this is the right thing to do and it says a lot about the Borough, showing that it is open and does not discriminate against anyone, but gives individuals the dignity that they deserve.
Jordan Gwendolyn Davis, a Lesbian, Gay, Bi-Sexual and Transgender (LGBT) activist from Philadelphia, wanted to reiterate that no matter how small the group, rights are rights.  As a transgender woman, she has felt the discrimination ranging from violence to being forced into shelters.  Ms. Davis is hoping to see this passed. 

David Hall, a graduate of Council Rock High School who mentors youth, talked about the pain and isolation of being “closeted,” and where it is legal to be discriminated against, which feeds a culture of intolerance and hate.  Mr. Hall works with Fortune 500 companies across the country working on inclusion of LGBT workers to ensure a more creative, energetic and protected community.  
· A motion was duly made by Councillor O’Malley, seconded by Councillor Warren, and carried unanimously, to authorize the Solicitor to advertise the Anti-Discrimination Ordinance for Newtown Borough with the one change in the housing definition.
Valet Parking Discussion

Erica Darragh, the general manager at The Temperance House, wanted to move forward with a valet parking proposal and forwarded a packet of information to all Council members prior to the meeting.  Ms. Woldorf added that valet parking would be Thursdays from 9 AM – 9 PM, and Fridays and Saturdays from 9 AM – Midnight.  Cars would be moved to the lot behind the Ten Centre building, which the Borough currently rents from Allan Smith, and the charge would be $7.00. The intent would be to begin the valet parking as soon as possible in order to have it in place before the holiday season.  Chief Wojciechowski voiced some concern about the logistics, but he does support the concept and the plan could be adapted, if necessary.  
The Solicitor noted that the ordinance permits valet parking only in an area designated by Council.  A license agreement would be required between the Borough and the organization (the Newtown Corporation) sponsoring the valet parking for the use of parking spots [behind Ten Centre] during those times.  Provisions addressing how the valet parking would be governed, the flow of traffic, insurance and indemnification must be included.  This agreement would require review and approval by Council.  
Mr. Sellers was concerned that the Newtown Corporation would sponsor the project and he questioned Ms. Darragh about how this came about.  He was extremely troubled that the Newtown Corporation would be the responsible party given the problems that the Borough has had with them over the past eighteen months.    Ms. Darragh was disheartened that she had been asked to find a sponsor, which she did, and now that choice was being questioned.  
Mr. Warren left the Work Session meeting with the understanding that the Temperance House or David Witchell would be the responsible party and he shares the concerns of Mr. Sellers about the Newtown Corporation. He suggested contacting the Newtown Business and Professional Association to see if they might be able to help.
Mr. Cohen suggested trying to wrap up everything by the next Work Session.  This would include talking to the Zoning Officer about signage and working on details of the location over the next few weeks.  Ms. Darragh felt that is what she has already done and voiced frustration that these additional concerns were not brought to her prior to this meeting.  Ms. Woldorf explained the next Work Session would be October 5, 2011, but work could continue putting everything appropriately in place before that date.  
Mr. O’Malley voiced frustration as he felt Council would be moving forward tonight, but he understood that the Borough must be protected.  He would like to take a concrete step, maybe by supporting the concept or allowing the in-and-out spots to be utilized and then giving Ms. Darragh very clear direction on what needs to be worked out.  

Mr. Sellers suggested designating the drop-off/pick-up spots by motion contingent upon execution of a satisfactory agreement at the next Council meeting, which would satisfy the ordinance requirements.  Ms. Darragh asked if designating the spots tonight meant that valet parking could begin this week.  Mr. Cohen voiced concern about doing that without putting controls in place for a formal agreement with the sponsoring group.  Mr. Warren asked if it was possible to approve the plan subject to the applicant fulfilling a checklist prior to the work session, but Mr. Cohen was not comfortable with that and Mr. Sellers was concerned from a liability standpoint about running the valet service on a trial basis without having the agreements in place and confirming with the Borough’s insurance carrier about coverage. 
The Secretary suggested that if time is an issue and Council wants to move things up, could the legalities be completed by September 22, 2011, which is Council’s 4th Thursday meeting, instead of waiting until October.  Council agreed and the Solicitor offered to schedule a meeting with all the parties before leaving the meeting.  
Ms. Woldorf asked how the “stacking” of cars would be handled and the valet parking company representative said that the number of attendants could be increased, if necessary. 
· A motion was duly made by Councillor Sellers, seconded by Councillor O’Malley, and carried to authorize the Solicitor, Chief Wojciechowski and the Zoning Officer to work with the applicant to fashion the necessary arrangements and legal agreements for valet parking in accordance with the proposal received by the Borough and to be submitted for Council consideration at the September 22, 2011, 7 PM meeting at Borough Hall.
Mayor O’Brien noted the designated spot is a 15-minute parking spot in front of State Street Kitchen and he suggested that since the 15-minute spots work well, that another 15 minute spot be established.

Engineer’s Report

Ms. Woldorf reported that Engineer Saylor located some information on breakaway bollards for the emergency driveway off of Penn Street [at Newtown Station].  She forwarded the information to Toll Brothers for their review.  Ms. Saylor will provide an estimate for the cash escrow at the October Work Session.
Ms. Saylor reported that Mario Canales from Pickering, Corts & Summerson will attend the Neshaminy Creek Watershed meeting scheduled for September 22, 2011.  
Presentation of Minutes
· A motion was duly made by Councillor Warren, seconded by Councillor Burke, and carried unanimously, to approve the minutes of the August 3, 2011, Work Session Meeting.
Mr. Walker noted that the Pennsylvania State Association of Borough’s monthly publication made reference to only making corrections to Borough minutes at a public meeting and he questioned the practice that Council has followed in making corrections prior to the actual Council vote. Although this has been an ongoing practice, Mr. Walker raised the issue, noting that Mr. O’Malley had requested a change to the minutes prior to the meeting.  Mr. O’Malley then read his e-mail request for the change to the minutes and the vote was taken after his explanation of the change.  
· A motion was duly made by Councillor Warren, seconded by Councillor Burke, and carried unanimously, to approve the August 9, 2011, Council minutes as amended.
COMMITTEE REPORTS

Budget & Finance – Gerard O’Malley and Robert Walker
Consolidated Report
· A motion was duly made by Councillor Walker, seconded by Councillor O’Malley, and carried unanimously, to accept, subject to audit, the consolidated expenditure report for the month of August 2011 totaling $ 88,277.14.
Mr. O’Malley suggested having a presentation on the 2012 budget in November, which will be adopted in December.  
Mr. Walker reminded Council that the deadline for budget submissions was September 6, 2011.  The Treasurer is actively working on consolidating the figures and Budget Committee meetings will be held on several consecutive Fridays to discuss the 2012 budget.  The first budget work session will take place on October 5, 2011, with a deadline of October 7, 2011, for final revisions.  

Joint Historic Commission – Julia Woldorf
Ms. Woldorf reported that the Joint Historic Commission approved the demolition of a garage at 117 N. Lincoln Avenue.

Personnel Committee – Perry Warren

Mr. Warren reported that the Personnel Committee selection process for 2012 has begun.  He sent e-mails to the Committee Chairs advising them of which members have expiring terms and to ask those members if they are interested in serving again.  
Current vacancies exist on the Planning Commission, Building Code Board of Appeals, the Environmental Advisory Council, Recreation Board and the Newtown Corporation.  In response to Mr. Walker about how long to leave the Planning Commission position open since it is such an important committee, Mr. Warren responded that he hoped to appoint someone at the next meeting, since an application has already been received.
Police Committee – Perry Warren

The Police Committee recently interviewed a candidate for position as a part-time police officer and made the following recommendation:
· A motion was duly made by Councillor Warren, seconded by Councillor Walker, and carried unanimously, to follow the recommendation of Mayor O’Brien and Chief Anthony C. Wojciechowski and hire, at will, Christopher M. Reardon, as a non-civil service part-time police officer, subject to the day-to-day supervision of Chief Wojciechowski or the officer in charge in the absence of Chief Wojciechowski, at a starting salary of $17.00 per hour, pending completion of his background investigation.
Streets, Lights & Properties – Michael Sellers

Mr. Sellers discussed the handicapped ramp at Lafayette Street and South Lincoln Avenue that requires removal.  A number of contractors were contacted about removing the ramp, demolishing the curved curb, squaring off the existing sidewalk and reseeding but no bids were received for the project.  Mr. Sellers suggested asking the Borough’s public works contractor for a quote to simply demolish the ramp, place topsoil, reseed and leave the curb as it currently exists.
Traffic Committee – Gerard O’Malley

Mr. O’Malley updated Council on the Newtown Borough Integrated Transportation and Circulation Study which is utilizing grant money.  A second public meeting was recently held with discussion on roadway classification and preliminary ideas were brought forward by Jacobs Engineering.  Better enhancement of crosswalks for visibility, bike lanes and bike racks, use of paint on curb and center line markings, fillings gaps on missing sidewalks in high priority areas, speed humps, curb extensions and bulb outs, traffic signal optimization, pedestrian lighting and gateway treatments were some of the ideas discussed.  The next phase of the study will include recommendations and a priority for those recommendations, with the goal of enhancing pedestrian and bicycle circulation and safety in the Borough.
Solicitor’s Report – Paul Cohen
Mr. Cohen announced consideration of a Resolution authorizing the tax collector to charge a fee for duplicate tax bills and amending the Fee Schedule. It was duly advertized in The Advance of Bucks County on August 25, 2011, and deposited with the Bucks County Law Library on August 18, 2011.  
Duplicate Tax Bill Fee

· A motion was duly made by Councillor Walker, seconded by Councillor O’Malley, and carried unanimously, to adopt Resolution 09-13-11 authorizing the Tax Collector to charge and collect a $5.00 fee for duplicate tax bills issued to third parties and amending the 2011 Fee Schedule to reflect the $5.00 duplicate tax bill fee.  
Multi-Family Dwelling Unit Parking Regulations Ordinance

The proposed ordinance was discussed at last month’s Council Meeting and a copy was sent to the Bucks County Planning Commission (BCPC) for their review.   A letter with the BCPC comments was received and reviewed by the Newtown Borough Planning Commission.  Mr. Sellers reported that the BCPC comments were incorporated into the existing text and Mr. Sellers distributed the changes to Council for their review.  Mr. Cohen said he would incorporate the comments from the September 12, 2011, letter and incorporating language from the BCPC September 9, 2011, memo into the draft ordinance for advertising.
· A motion was duly made by Councillor Sellers, seconded by Councillor O’Malley, and carried unanimously, to authorize advertising the Multi-Family Dwelling Unit Parking Regulations Ordinance.
Mr. Sellers referenced a September 13, 2011, letter from the Borough Planning Commission requesting that Council authorize the Borough’s professionals, the Solicitor and Engineer, to review the viability and feasibility of adding single-side, on street parking on State Street south of Penn Street.  Since it is a PennDOT highway, the Planning Commission would like to ascertain whether the Borough is permitted to do this.  

Mr. Walker asked Mr. O’Malley why Jacobs Engineering, who is responsible for the Pedestrian Study, could not do this.  Planning Commission Chairman Woldorf interjected wishing to clarify that the Planning Commission letter did not direct these professional activities to the Borough Solicitor or Engineer, but was non-specific.  Mr. O’Malley brought this to the attention of Jacobs Engineering during the public meeting and they felt there was some merit to it and would be willing to look at it as part of the study.  Mr. O’Malley also suggested having our State Representative mention it at his next meeting with PennDOT.  

Old Business
At the last work session, Mr. O’Malley proposed that Newtown Borough have an official Facebook presence, which would afford an opportunity to provide information about activities, meetings, and, if necessary, emergency situations.  Mr. O’Malley agreed to research the practical aspects and the Solicitor was to look into the legalities before proceeding.  Since that meeting, Mr. O’Malley created and provided Council with a one-page policy and procedures draft. 

The Solicitor had concerns about Sunshine Law issues and felt that all postings must be done by the Borough Secretary, with no member of Council or board/commission/agency of the Borough permitted to be “friended” or “post” on the page.  Mr. Cohen wished to do additional research on the matter but he does have concerns about potential activity by Council members.  
Mr. O’Malley felt that restricting the administrative privileges to only three Council members and/or active participation on the Facebook page would avoid Sunshine Law concerns.  He felt that in giving privileges to other individuals, Council would lose the value of it, as part of the value is being able to post information at a moment’s notice.  
New Business

There was no new business.
Public to be Heard 
With regard to the proposed Anti-Discrimination Ordinance, Jim Schneller, representing the Philadelphia Metro Task Force, was concerned about political correctness becoming so extreme that many citizens would not come forward to speak. He reminded Council that there are already statutes for harassment, which do not differentiate between any classes of citizens.  In addition, Mr. Schneller felt that the Civil Rights Act covers issues with homosexuals and employment, noting that when one’s civil rights are trod upon, it does not matter whom they are.  
Paul Salvatore noted that the Borough website has not up-dated its minutes since April and Mayor O’Brien said he would take care of that.  Mr. Salvatore said that if anyone wished to “fact-check” issues, they are unable to do so, particularly with work sessions, since they are not televised.  

Mr. Salvatore supplied Council members with a Community Guide Book, noting that all off the activities of the Newtown Corporation are listed on one page.  Mr. Salvatore was taken aback by Mr. Warren’s comments at the August Council Meeting about several members who serve on the Newtown Corporation Board, when he said that they do not represent the Borough.  Mr. Salvatore was upset that Mr. Warren, as Chairman of the Personnel Committee, would admonish community volunteers in public.  He felt that respect should be shown to all volunteers whether Council agrees with them or not.  
The meeting adjourned at 10:22 P.M.
