Adopt a Resolution by the City Council of the City of Placerville approving an agreement with Probolsky Research to perform polling on a potential sales tax ballot measure for the November 2016 ballot and authorize the City Manager to execute the agreement (Mr. Morris) 

City Manager Morris reported on the proposal and gave the three options presented to Council for review: 1) Approve the proposal and begin the process to start the survey, 2) receive proposals from other survey and research firms, or 3) Not have the survey.  At the request of a member of Council, he sent the 2014 Ballot Measure Survey Report to the councilmembers.  


Councilmember Borelli asked the City Manager that if they agree to do a survey this would determine the public response to having a sales tax ballot measure and the specification of the measure.  


Sue Rodman, Member of Measure H Committee, suggested improvements to the phone survey.

Jackie Neau, commissioner for Parks & Recreation, spoke in opposition to the cost of having the survey.

Kirk Smith, resident, spoke in favor of the City looking for other options in lieu of this sales tax ballot measure.

· El Dorado County Transit Authority – Councilmember Borelli attended the last meeting and reported that she was excited about a joint venture between the El Dorado Unified School District and the Transit Authority when they recognized John Lyons, a retiring mechanic for the EDUSD.  She reported that the funding for new sidewalks along the Broadway corridor was denied by the committee.
· El Dorado County Transportation Commission – Councilmember Clerici reported on the funds that could be coming from the Congestion Mitigation Project. Both the city and county jurisdiction have submitted projects to EDCTC. The State has been slow to appropriate funds to the projects so they are on hold.   

•     LAFCO – Councilmember Acuna will be confirmed as the representative for the City on the commission by Mayor Wilkins and Mayor David, South Lake Tahoe next week when they meet with El Dorado County Board of Supervisor Clerk Jim Mitrisin. 
· SACOG – Vice-Mayor Clerici reported that the Mike McGiver (checked SACOG website for spelling, didn’t find his name), the Executive Director of SACOG will be up in the area to attend a jurisdictional meeting next month.
