          IMPARTIAL ANALYSIS CLARIFICATION 
The City Attorney’s Impartial Analysis (Analysis) for City of Placerville (City) Measure “L” could not be modified as it appears in the voter’s pamphlet due to printing constraints.  This insert is intended to clarify a small portion of the Analysis referencing the State of California potentially extending the quarter cent sales tax increase enacted in 2012. 
[bookmark: _GoBack]At the time the Analysis was prepared, it was believed that the State was going to put a measure on the November, 2016 ballot to extend beyond 2016 the quarter cent sales tax increase enacted in 2012. The State has decided not to put that extension on the November ballot, and the 2012 quarter cent State sales tax increase will expire on December 31, 2016.  Thus, if Measure “L” passes, the sales tax rate in the City would be 8.25%, and if Measure “L” does not pass, the rate would be 7.75%.
