DISCUSSION ITEMS:

A. Strategy 2.2:  Prepare and implement a unified tourism marketing plan utilizing stakeholders including El Dorado Chamber of Commerce, El Dorado County, Placerville Business Districts, El Dorado Arts Council, etc.

City Manager Morris gave a report regarding the strategy.  He also admonished the Committee that we are not considering the Chamber Marketing Proposal and that if they were to consider it Members Wager, Brent-Bumb and Chair Brown would need to recuse themselves due to a conflict.  After discussion and public comment from Terry LaMoncheck, Kirk Smith and Michael Drobesh the Committee agreed to not consider this Strategy further until either the economy improves and/or at least one new hotel has opened in Placerville.
B. Strategy 1.1: Implement Business Outreach Visit Program to Assess Business Needs 
City Manager Morris reviewed the progress of the program in the past and recommended continuation of the program.  The Committee discussed and recommended visits to Hangtown Cyclery, Kinkade Gallery, Tractor Supply, Fidelity Title, Sole Desire Shoes, Existing Hotels, Nature’s Grain and Totem Coffee.
C. Review Status of Strategies and Accomplishments.
City Manager Morris reviewed the status report for the Strategic Plan.  The Committee requested that they be given time to review the status report and report back at the next meeting.

Kirk Smith who is part of the group who filed the law suit against the State and the County stated that the appeal process could take 3 – 6 years.
