Take Protective Measures 
 
 Secure locks on all windows 
 Install quality dead bolts on all doors 
 Avoid displaying quality goods in 

windows 
 Install solid construction doors and 

tempered glass windows 
 Brightly illuminate all entrances with 

vandal proof fixtures 
 Leave empty cash register drawers 

open 
 Trim shrubs and trees that can con-

ceal persons away from windows 
and doors 

 Secure ladders and tools that could 
aid in gaining entry 

 Install an alarm and check it regular-
ly for failure 

 Make frequent bank deposits 
 Be aware of suspicious persons 
 Do not work alone 
 Maintain “key control”.  Issue keys 

stamped “do not duplicate” and re-
key or install new locks when an em-
ployee leaves 

 Post shoplifting prosecution policy, 
use a secure check cashing system, 
request ID’s with credit and debit 
cards and install surveillance camer-
as
