Ten Quick steps to Earn a GED Diploma 

1. Contact our office 937-644-2796 

2. Take and Pass an Official GED Practice Test 

2. The practice test is 1/2 the length of the official test (~3.5 hours) 

2. Take the pencil and paper test at the Learning Center or take the test on a computer at the Marysville Public Library (Note: you will still have to hand write the essay.)  Richwood Library also offers access to the practice test. 

3. After passing the practice test, target a date for taking the official GED test. 

4. Create a SAFE account through the Ohio Department of Education website. 

5. Create an application for the test via the SAFE account 

5. If you are under 18- complete the Age Waiver process with a School Superintendent. (Call for more information 937-644-2796) 

5. If you passed the Official Practice Test, you may apply for a fee waiver of $55.  Select Union County ABLE in the drop down menu of your application. This selection will send an electronic notice to our office. 

5. Contact our office with notice that you have selected a test date and applied for the test. We will issue the fee waiver. 

6. Wait 24 hours after creating the application to reserve a seat for the official test. 

7. Use the Ohio Department of Education SAFE account to reserve your test seat. 

8. With Photo ID in hand, arrive 20 minutes before the start of GED test. 

9. Take the test. 

10. Results should be posted within seven business days. 

10. Call our office to see if you passed the official test or use the SAFE account to access your test results 

10. Call us to be a part of the Graduation and Recognition ceremony 

10. If you did not pass, enroll in ABLE classes or study before again taking the test.
